Guidance Notes

1. The grounds of appeal are contained in Judicial Regulation 110.5.1 and are as follows;

(a) The deciding body exceeded its power or acted without having the requisite power.

(b) The deciding body failed to act in accordance with the rules of natural justice.

(c) The deciding body made an error of law.

(d) New evidence is available which could not have been obtained with reasonable diligence for use before the determining body, and arguably would have changed the outcome of the decision and is credible.

(e) The deciding body made a decision which no reasonable decision-making body could have made.

(f) The deciding body issued a Sanction or Measure which was manifestly disproportionate.

2. In relation to the Appeal brief, the information which must be included can be found in Judicial Regulation 110.6.2. Each page submitted must be numbered.

3. If the Appeal is being made by a Club or Organisation, please include details of the Club or Organisation’s secretary.

4. Please state the date of the document informing you of the decision being appealed.

5. Please describe the Club Complaint Decision which you are appealing, including a summary of the relevant Complaint and any sanctions imposed, in no more than 100 words.

6. Please explain the action you want the Appeal Committee to take, such as quashing the decision, substituting an alternative decision or imposing any other order, in no more than 100 words.

7. If an Appeal is heard on papers, it will be decided by an Appeal Committee on the basis of paper submissions, rather than in-person ones. While you will lose the opportunity to speak directly to the Appeal Committee, the matter may be resolved quicker.
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
