a. a breach of the rules of any Club, body, organisation etc;

b. misconduct;

c. serious misconduct, being an action, behavior or practice of misconduct liable to bring the sport into disrepute;;

d. maladministration;

e. a breach of Swim England Regulations or Swim England Policies; and

f. a breach of the Swim England Code of Ethics.

Please state which one (or more) of these grounds is relevant to your Complaint.

4. Please describe the nature of your complaint or dispute, including why you believe the ground for a Judicial Complaint is applicable, in no more than 300 words.

5. Please explain what you want to obtain from this Complaint, for example reinstatement, reimbursement or an apology, in no more than 100 words.

6. Swim England strongly recommends that individuals consider mediation as a means to resolve a Judicial Complaint. While it is unlikely to result in both parties obtaining their ideal outcomes, it can produce an outcome that both are satisfied with, whilst preserving and repairing the relationship between the parties. Mediation also provides the parties themselves with control over the outcome, which will be lost if the Judicial Complaint escalates to a hearing.

7. If a Judicial Complaint is heard on papers, it will be decided by a Judicial Committee or the Commissioner on the basis of paper submissions, rather than in-person submissions by the parties. While you will lose the opportunity to speak directly to the Judicial Committee, the matter may be resolved quicker.
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
